St Joseph’s – 27/11/25
Weather: Slightly damp | Session: All day

Beech & Cedar – Stickman Adventures
Beech and Cedar enjoyed a magical Stickman-themed day. After gathering at the fire circle, the children explored different shapes and sizes of sticks before bringing the story of Stickman to life.
They acted out scenes from the book—finding a “family tree,” playing Pooh sticks, pretending to be dogs chasing sticks, waving stick-flags, and even waking their “Stickmen” by shouting “Wake up Stickman!”
Children then used potato peelers (with gloves) to shave their sticks before decorating them with paint pens, ribbon, and string to create their very own Stickman characters. The session ended with a recap and lots of proud children taking their Stickmen back to class.

Elm – Christmas Crafts & Evergreens
Elm class continued their Christmas decoration project. Children first found their wooden slices and worked hard to screw in their own eye hooks—an activity that required great focus and fine-motor control. They threaded ribbon independently and decorated their slices with bright, festive designs.
The class then learned about evergreens and Advent wreaths, collecting holly, laurel, and other greenery before weaving them into wreaths using dogwood bases. Some children chose to support the site instead by gathering fallen sticks to help tidy the area. Everyone finished by admiring their beautiful wreaths and reflecting on the meaning of Advent.








Oak – Finishing the Boat Project
Oak class returned to their long-term project: clearing the large planter boat. Fully dressed in their Forest School kits, the children were eager to get stuck in—digging, carrying heavy buckets, encouraging one another, and working as a team.
They replanted rescued strawberries, loganberries, sloe bushes, fennel, and more into tyre planters and concrete beds, using soil they removed from the boat. Some pupils chose extra challenges like sweeping huge piles of leaves and clearing dumped greenery and materials.
Although they didn’t quite reach the bottom of the boat, the progress was remarkable. The children discussed whether to finish the job next week or enjoy a Christmas treat—most chose to finish the project, showing real pride and ownership.
Everyone left very muddy and very proud—a brilliant achievement in resilience and teamwork over the past three weeks.
