We enjoyed a fantastic all-day Forest School session in
dry weather with Beech, Elm, Cedar and Oak classes

School, beginning with a fire circle before exploring a

range of activities including mini beast hunts, clay
modelling, stick insect making, butterfly crafting using

natural materials, and imaginative outdoor play. 

Cedar class also extended their learning through
dandelion investigations and butterfly movement

experiments. The session ended with a shared snack
and mini beast songs around the fire circle.

Elm class worked collaboratively to build a bug hotel,
using natural materials and tools safely to create a

detailed habitat for insects. The children showed
excellent teamwork and pride in their finished

structure.

Oak class focused on completing their outdoor
classroom space, working together to level ground,

build seating, and add creative finishing touches. They
reflected proudly on their teamwork and achievements.
